e “non-specific” occasional letter (cf. Cor/Gal)
* general purposes
e prepare for Phoebe’s/Paul’s arrival (15-16)
o establish Roman Christians (1:11)
e exhortation -> harmony (14-15)

e doctrinal emphasis (general)
e (saving gospel) of faith -> righteousness (1:5, 14ff; 16:26)
e faith -> obedience -> righteousness (5:18ff)

“And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God
gave them over to a debased mind, to do those things which are not
fitting; being filled with all unrighteousness, sexual immorality,
wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, strife,
deceit, evil-mindedness; they are whisperers, backbiters, haters of
God, violent, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to
parents, undiscerning, untrustworthy, unloving, unforgiving,
unmerciful; who, knowing the righteous judgment of God, that those
who practice such things are deserving of death, not only do the
same but also approve of those who practice them.”

e not fitting - me katheko’ - fitting, to let down, lower

e filled with unrighteousness - pleroo pas adikia

e sexual immorality /fornication - porneia

* wickedness - poneria’

* covetousness - pleonexial’ - greed, lust

e maliciousness - kakia"! - evil, trouble, hateful feelings, wickedness
o full of envy - mestos phthonos’

e murder - phonos'/pheno - murder, slaughter

e strife - eris? - contention, strife, wrangling

e deceit - dollos'?/delo - decoy, craft, deceit, guile, treachery
e evil-mindedness - kakoetheia'- evil done for evil, malignant subtlety
e whisperers - psithuristes! - gossips, harmful gossips

e backbiters - katalalos' - slanderers

e haters of God - theostuges! - hating (hateful to) God

e violent - hubristes? - insolent, pridetul

e undiscering - asurnefos® - w / 0 understanding, dull, senseless, foolish
e untrustworthy - asunthetos! - covenant breakers, faithfuless
e unloving - astorgos’ - without natural affection, inhuman
e unforgiving - aspondos® - w/o treaty /covenant

e it is beneath us and what God desires for us

e debased/reprobate ® not fitting e
* it is against God’s nature
e unrighteousness ® fornication ® wickedness ®
 maliciousness ® murder ® strife
e it rejects God’s will /word /work /world
e undiscerning ® untrustworthy

Principles - 3

e it rejects God’s character
e evil-mindedness (evil just for evil) ® unmerciful ®

filled with unrighteousness ® unloving e
unforgiving ® unmerciful
e it “creates” a world where our will/word /work reigns
e deceit ® boasters ® inventors

Application

e Gradations of faith /faithless
e Solomon ® Asa ® Joash ® Amaziah ® Azariah
e we must be faithful in all things
e False worlds are not real worlds
e we must always compare “our worlds” with God’s
e where they vary, we must “move” to God’s world
e We don’t have to be atheists to be faithless
e saying there is “no God” =’s saying “no” to God
